We will have all 

VARA’s regular run groups  (Regular points Awarded). All Production Cars and Sport Racers are welcome to 

join the traditional  2 hour twilight enduro.  Lights are not required or necessary. We are also excited to 

introduce a Historic Run group for significant production cars in their own special  group.  A special thanks to 

John Nikas for putting this very special group together.  If you have questions about this run group please 

contact the VARA office.  We will also have the very exciting Pacific F2000 at this race as a feature as well.  

 
ENDURO:  The 2 hour enduro is open to all production cars and Sport Racers.  The price is only $50.00 for 

two hours of racing.  The enduro will be run from approx. 5:00 pm to 7:00 pm Saturday.  Headlights are not  

necessary.  There will be 1 mandatory 10 minute pit stop. You must be entered in the race event for the 

weekend to be eligible to enter  the enduro. We encourage at least two drivers per car. Frequently asked 

questions and additional information will be listed on our website.   You won’t want to miss this one!   

 

NEW AND UNLICENSED DRIVERS: Unlicensed drivers and drivers running for the first time with VARA 

must include an additional $ 50.00 fee for Ground School which will be held on Friday night, April 9
th

    at 6:00 

pm at the track.  Ground School is mandatory for first time drivers.  For Ground School or licensing 

questions, please contact our Chief Driving Instructor Murray Chalmers at mchalmers@pollybutte.net VARA 

requires each participant to have a physical exam every two years. If you do not have a current medical please 

contact the VARA office and a form will be sent to you.  Medical cards from other approved organizations are 

acceptable. All race cars must have a log book and meet VARA eligibility requirements.
